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QUARTERLY CONFERENCE

Purpose: The Quarterly Conference is to assess the efficiency of the pastor, the effectiveness of his or her ministry and to give proper direction to the pastor and local congregation.

Membership:  The pastor and all ministers on a circuit or station, local preachers, exhorters, stewards, stewardesses, trustees, class leaders, deaconesses, evangelists, the superintendent of the Church School, exhorters, stewards, stewardesses, trustees, class leaders, general officers, deaconesses, licensed missionary workers, evangelists, and the superintendent of the Church School, the presidents missionary society, and the organized Lay.  The head of each auxiliary shall be answerable to the Quarterly Conference for his or her official conduct.

Requirement:  To make changes in the physical plant of the local church; to purchase or sell church property: make loans from financial institutions for the local church
